CREATE A STORY FOR YOUR CHARACTER

t’s no great revelation to any-
one that I love ritual work at
the Scottish Rite. Bringing a
character to life is a fun ex-
perience which greatly enhances
the candidate experience, as well
as leading to a deeper understand-
ing by the more experienced view-
er. There are many ways that you
can enhance your character to

bring them more depth and more
consistency in their arc without
much extra work. First, under-
stand your character by under-
standing their story- what is their
purpose in the narrative? Why are
they saying what they're saying?
How are other people responding
to their words and actions? What
led them to this moment? Remem-

ber that you are not the character,
you embody the character.

A short example is in the 27th De-
gree. I occasionally play Bishop, a
character not exceptionally fleshed
out by the writer. I wrote my Bish-
op’s backstory that he isn’t a com-
pletely honest individual who
doesn’t like Constance. He consid-
ers Constance to be too smart to
fall for his pious veneer and will
eventually expose him. While
the audience will never know
this directly, it is conveyed at
the beginning by his smarmy
and dismissive attitude toward
Constance’s ability to complete
the vigil.

At the end of the story Bishop re-
veals that he missed the battle.
Why? In my portrayal he was pil-
fering alms and locked himself in
the storeroom of the church.
Again, the audience doesn’t know
this but it drives his motivations
in the closing scene when Con-
stance is nowhere to be found; it
empowers him to go into his final

rage until he discovers the truth,
he repents, and disappears to re-
consider his life choices after see-
ing Constance’s actions.

Creating a story for your character
brings consistency throughout the
performance and allows you to
