xciting news from RiteCare of Minneapolis – 

St. Paul.  The Board of Directors took action 

in December to make another increase in the 

amount of active Grants to 75 and likely to 

move to 80 at the end of Q2.  Previous action from the 

Board enabled a formula that averaged the Grants so 

as to increase as needed to better accommodate the 

families affected by our giving. 

More importantly RiteCare of Minneapolis – St. Paul 

has related the geographical area we serve.  In addi-

tion to the 7-county metro area an additional 9-

counties.  We had been receiving applications from 

those additional counties followed by the difficult task 

of sending a letter informing them that although their 

child qualified for a Grant with the exception of where 

they live.  Those rejected application on file have now 

been accepted and families are already receiving treat-

ment as a result. 

Finally, RiteCare of Minneapolis – St. Paul as, on a 

case by case basis, been approving Grants for children 

under the age of 3.

Chapter Rose Croix. This month in 

Ritual Corner I will highlight the 

18th degree of the Chapter Rose 

Croix. The 15th through the 18th 

degree are degrees of the Chapter 

Rose Croix. As the Lodge of Perfec-

tion degrees continue the story in-

troduced in the 3 Blue Lodge de-

grees, the Chapter Rose Croix de-

grees cover the time period from 

the destruction of King Solomon’s 

temple through the rebuilding of 

the second temple. Let us take a 

short look into the 18th Degree, 

Knight of the Rose Croix.  

 The degree of Knight Rose Croix 

introduces the duties of practicing 

virtue that it may produce fruit, 

the duty of labor to eliminate vice, 

and the tolerance of the faith and 

creed of others.  

In this degree we are introduced to 

some important Scottish Rite sym-

bols, such as the rose, the cross, the 

pelican, the eagle and the pillars.  

These symbols when combined with 

the duties introduced in the degree 

contain important information for 

reflection and help instruct us how 

to view and conduct our dealings 

with the rest of humanity. The les-

sons of faith, hope, and charity, 

when combined with tolerance, 

help us improve as men and Ma-

sons, and help make the world a 

better place in which to live.  

We are now beginning the degrees 

of the Council of Kadosh and some 

very memorable degrees and les-

sons.
